The appea from the judgment of the Court of Appeal for British Columbia (Vancouver), Numbers CA034785 and
CA034766, 2009 BCCA 23, dated January 27, 2009, heard on January 18, 2010, is alowed in part without costs. The
award against the City in the amount of $100 is set aside, substituted by a declaration under s. 24(1) of the Canadian
Charter of Rights and Freedoms that the vehicle seizure violated Mr. Ward' sright to be free from unreasonable search
and seizure under s. 8 of the Charter. The award of damages against the Province in the sum of $5,000 for breach of
Mr. Ward's s. 8 Charter rightsis confirmed.
